CAAPAE Goals

The California Association for Asian and Pacific American Education (CAAPAE) was established in 1994 to promote the needs of Asian and Pacific American (APA) students in K-16 programs, teachers, and teacher educators.

Its principal objectives are to:

· Increase public awareness of Asian and Pacific American educational concerns and needs.

· Advocate educational programs and policies that meet the needs of Asian and Pacific American students, teachers, and teacher educators.

· Promote the inclusion of Asian and Pacific American history and culture in the school curriculum.

· Maintain a network of educators and community people for the sharing of information and resources, as well as professional development.

· Encourage and support research of Asian and Pacific American educational issues.

· Promote the participation of educators familiar with Asian and Pacific American concerns in diverse educational roles.

· Enhance the leadership skills of Asian and Pacific American educators.

Past Achievements

As an entry port for many Asian immigrants, over one third of the nation’s Asian and Pacific Americans reside in California, thus enabling California to earn the name of a “Pacific rim” state.  Over 12.5% of students in California public schools are Asian and Pacific Americans.  Many students of Asian and Pacific American backgrounds fill the classrooms of UC Berkeley, UCLA, and UC Irvine, as well as those of California State Universities.  This phenomenon shows how California has undergone an enormous transformation over the last two decades.  CAAPAE’s goal is to fill the leadership void among Asian and Pacific American educators and to address the important issues and needs of Asian and Pacific American education at all levels.

Since its inception in 1994, CAAPAE played an active role in various ways:

· In order to generate awareness of Asian and Pacific American education, CAAPAE held numerous professional development conferences since 1995.  CAAPAE will continue to hold conferences and parent education workshops.

· In educational policy issues, CAAPAE testified against the dismantling of remedial education in math and English at California State Universities, at the CSU Board of Trustees public hearing.  CAAPAE urged the U.S. Department of Education and Office of English Language Acquisition to apply a more equitable procedure in its distribution of Title III funds, based upon the size of limited English proficient students, given that California has the largest number of LEP students in the nation.

· CAAPAE coordinated several Asian and Pacific American Institutes for the California Association for Bilingual Education Annual Conferences since 1996.

Anyone interested in the issues of Asian and Pacific American education is strongly urged to participate in the important cause of CAAPAE as it expands its scope of activities.  There are many tasks to be accomplished.  Suggestions for future activities are also welcomed.

Conference

CAAPAE sponsors professional development and parent education conferences.  The events are designed to promote the exchange of ideas among participants and to provide them with the information and contacts necessary to further their involvement in the education of Asian and Pacific Americans in California.

Publications and Other Resources

CAAPAE publishes newsletters to update CAAPAE members on developments in the world of education, and keeps them informed on upcoming California events and activities that pertain to Asian and Pacific American education.

A Resource Guide and a series of anthologies including research and other significant papers relating to Asian and Pacific American education are also available through CAAPAE and NAAPAE.

Scholarship

CAAPAE offers scholarships to assist students in pursuit of further studies in Asian and Pacific American education.  CAAPAE welcomes and appreciates contributions toward this fund from both individuals and organizations.

Organizational Structure

CAAPAE is governed by an Executive Council consisting of a President, two Vice-Presidents, a Secretary, a Treasurer, and the immediate Past-President.  All Executive Council members are elected by CAAPAE members and serve two-year terms.
